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Dear Parents/Guardians and Staff,

On April 13, 2021 the Bethlehem Area Vocational-Technical School was notified of two new positive cases of coronavirus (COVID-19)
among our students and staff. The individuals were last in our building on 4/9/21.

The administration, in conjunction with our district partners and local health officials, has determined that there is no sign of spread and
no need to close our building at this time. Since the individuals were last in our building the affected areas have been cleaned and
disinfected.

There is new guidance from the State that identifies when a school should be closed due to the number of positive cases over a rolling, 14-
day period.

We are currently at 2 positive cases over the 14-day rolling period of April 9™ through April 23,

Staff members and students who may have come into close contact (any individual within 6 feet of an infected individual for at
least 15 minutes) with the individual will be directly contacted by the Department of Health and/or BAVTS Administration with
instructions to self-quarantine.

Parents, students, and staff are encouraged to do the following to help prevent the spread of illness at home, in school, and at work:

Avoid close contact with people who are sick.

Wash your hands frequently.

Avoid touching your eye, nose, and mouth.

Stay home when you are sick.

Cover your mouth and nose with the inside of your elbow when you cough and sneeze
Clean and disinfect frequently touched objects and surfaces

Practice social distancing and wear a mask
